A say a, a, a, like in Adding Annie (form an addition sign by crossing forearms)

B says b, b, b, like in Bouncing Baby (rock baby with arms)

C says c, c, c, like in Catching Camel (form a “C” with one hand and close and open rapidly – catching)

D says d, d, d, like in Dancing Dragon (wiggle both hands above your head – dancing)

E says e, e, e, like in Exercising Elf (bench press with both arms – exercising)

F says f, f, f, like in Fishing Fox (reel out as if fishing)

G says g, g, g, like in Gliding Goose (move arms like wings in a gliding motion)

H says h, h, h, like in Humming Hippo (play harmonica)

I says I, I, I, like in Itching Ichthyosaurus (itch shoulders)

J says j, j, j, like in Juggling Jaguar (juggle with arms)

K says k, k, k, like in Kissing Kangaroo (blowing a kiss)

L says l, l, l, like in Laying Lamb (lay head on hands)

M says m, m, m, like in Mopping Mermaid (mopping with both hands in circular motion)

N says n, n, n, like in Nibbling Newt (wiggle fingers in front of mouth as if nibbling)

O says o, o, o, like in Operating Ostrich (point to open mouth with index finger)

P says p, p, p, like in Painting Panda (pretend to paint up and down on a piece of paper.)

Q is quiet, but “q” with a “u” says qu, qu, qu, like in Quarterbacking Quail (pretend to throw football)
R says r, r, r, like in Roping Raccoon (pretend to rope)

S says s, s, s, like in Surfing Seal (place both arms over head as if bodysurfing)

T says t, t, t, like in Tickling Tiger (pretend to tickle your tummy)

U says u, u, u, like in Umpiring Uncle (point up with index finger)

V says v, v, v, like in Violining Vulture (plays violin)

W says w, w, w, like in Washing Walrus (pretend to wash your face-both hands)

X at the end of the word says ks, ks, ks, like in Relaxing Fox (make X with index fingers)

Y says y, y, y, like in Yo-Yoing Yak (pretend to have a yo-yo in your hand yanking it up and down)

Z says z, z, z, like in Zooming Zebra (make “Z” in air with index finger)
Other Sounds

(digraphs, diphthongs, long vowels, blends)
Ch says ch, ch, ch, like in Chopping Chipmunk (hold left hand palm up and chop it with right hand/ax)

Sh says sh, sh, sh, like in Shaving Sheriff (shaves his face)

Th says th, th, th, like in Thirsty Thing (hold throat as if thirsty)

Wh says wh, wh, wh, like in Whistling Whale (whistle with fingers-thumb & index finger at mouth)

ng at the end of a word says ng, ng, ng, like in Ping Pong’s gong (pretend to hold and strike a gong)
The name of a says ay, ai, a_e, like in Skating Abe (form the wheel of a skate with one hand and place the other hand on top of the wheel and act as it you’re skating down hill)

The name of e says ee, ea, ie, like in Leaping Eve (move one hand over three fingers as if jumping over a tree)

The name of i says igh, i_e, y, like in Biking Ike (move hands as if they are peddling a bike up a hill)

The name of o say oa, o_e, ow, like in Rowing Crow (pretend to row with oars of a rowboat)

The name of u says ew, ue, u_e, like in Chewing Huey (use both hands to show chewing)
ar says ar, ar, ar, like in One Arm Arnie (pretend to hang from a bar with one arm)

or says or, or, or, like in Ordering Orty (point above the knees with both hands to show Orty’s shorts)

ir, er, and ur say ir, er, ur, like in Turning Irving (pretend to hold a steering wheel and make jerky turns)
Long oo says ue, ew, ou, like in Fluting Lou Lou (pretend to play the flute)

Short oo says oo, oo, oo, like in Looking Woody (pretend to look for cookies with binoculars)

ou and ow say ow, ou, ow, like in Grouchy Owl (hold head with both hands like you have a headache)

oy and oi say oy, oi, oy, like in Oiling Joy (clasp hands together and pretend to hold an oil can and pump it with your thumb)
