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Animated Literacy:  Baby Barnaby
This week we learned about Baby Barnaby.  Barnaby was a bouncing baby boy who liked to play beautiful tunes on his banjo.  He was even asked to play in the Boston Marching Band. For example: u (a), o (au,aw), m (mb), x (ks), s (c), r (wr), j (g), k (c,ck), f (ph).  After Christmas:  writing the letter “Gg” and “Cc”.

DRAW TO READ AND WRITE:  We learned how to draw a “bus” this week.  Practice making 3-4 letter words using these letters:  p, u, o, m, x, a, d, t, s, r, h, ar, j, k, f, b:  pup, pop, mom, ox, ax, dad, top, stop, rat, hat, star, jar, mask, fox, bus.
